C. Stabilizing the camera
There will be times when it is necessary to stabilize the camera with more than just trying a steady hand.  Some of these times are:

· When photographing many object on table top, keeping the same camera position and angle for each object

· When shooting portraits that need to keep the same camera angle for each portrait

· When shooting at night using a slow aperture setting
· If you don’t have a steady enough hand to keep the camera still

Some of the techniques used to steady the camera:

· Using a tripod

· Rest your hand that holds the camera against a firm object

· Set the camera on a base and use the timer to take the picture
